However, it was not until two years later that William was able to do some real evangelism with the
other boys in his Bible study class. Under the leadership of Bill Sansom, they went into the slums of
Nottingham to share the gospel. Later, after finally convincing the new converts to attend church,
William was disgusted to see how the congregation treated the newcomers. This was followed by a
lecture from the Reverend Dunn: "...it is not appropriate to bring the riffraff off the streets andseat
them beside us in our pews."What would William do? How could he work full-time as a preacher and
support himself and later his family? Who did God use to provide for William? What role did
Catherine, his wife play? How did the name Salvation Army come about? Find out the answers in
this book!This is just one book in the amazing series Christian Heroes: Then and Now.
